(price €3) or up to €5,000 for 'Easy
Cash' (price €2). Players, who must
be over 18 years of age, simply text
the word REHAB to 51500 for the
price of a standard text and, after a
simple registration process, are ready
to play. The games are available on
all networks on most widely-available
handsets that have an internet
capability and players pay for their
games either from their mobile phone
credit or through their regular bill.

Has it been difficult to keep ahead

of the pack in a market environment
where there are so many charities
competing for people's spare cash?
John McGuire believes people recognise
the great work of Rehab up and down
the country and that it's about finding
ways to reach them. "It is undoubtedly
the case that traditional retail sales

through independent family stores
have become increasingly difficult
due to contraction in the sector and a
smaller numbers of outlets.
