1. Transport from Dublin Airport

· Coach 

There is an Aircoach bus service that will bring you directly from the airport to the Burlington Hotel. Fares are €8 single and €14 return.   Please see www.aircoach.ie   to view timetable for the Ballsbridge/Donnybrook route. Please contact info@aircoach.ie  to arrange / book wheelchair availability, stating dates and times of travel from Dublin Airport to / from Dublin City destinations. Please book as soon possible.
· Taxi

Taxis are available for hire at the taxi rank located outside the Arrivals Building in the Airport.  Taxi from Dublin airport to Burlington Hotel costs approximately €35/€40.  Wheelchair accessible taxis are available through National Radio Cabs (www.radiocabs.ie). Please telephone 353-1-677 2222 to pre-book a wheelchair accessible taxi. They will need your flight details and a contact telephone no. National Radio Cabs accept visa card payments in the taxi.
